BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law not to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes reads as follows:

Pursuant to the authority provided in Section 3.2 of Title 20 of the Oklahoma Statutes to reject judicial salaries established by the Board on Judicial Compensation, the Oklahoma Legislature hereby rejects the Final Report of the Board on Judicial Compensation, issued on November 18, 2019.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law not to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes reads as follows:

The Oklahoma Legislature hereby amends judicial salaries to take effect July 1, 2020.  The amended salary schedule provided for in this section provides a salary increase of four and five-tenths percent (4.5%) above the salary levels existing during fiscal year 2020 as follows for positions listed below; all other judicial salaries shall remain at the levels that existed as of January 1, 2020:
