BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 10100 of Title 74, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A.  Each state agency that employs at least twenty-five employees shall maintain on its premises a private lactation room, which shall not be a restroom, that may be used by employees and members of the public to nurse a child or express breast milk.

B.  The lactation room required pursuant to subsection A of this section shall include, if practicable, a refrigerator.

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  This act shall become effective November 1, 2019.
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
