WHEREAS, members of the Oklahoma House of Representatives are opposed to trafficking in body parts of aborted babies; and

WHEREAS, Oklahoma will continue to lead the nation in the introduction and enactment of legislation to protect unborn children; and

WHEREAS, on Rose Day 2020, hundreds of our fellow Oklahomans will take time out of their busy lives to come to their State Capitol to make a public statement respecting the sanctity of human life and the worth of every unborn individual and to speak with their elected officials; and

WHEREAS, members of the Oklahoma House of Representatives greatly appreciate the heartfelt involvement of these committed Oklahoma citizens, both young and old, male and female.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE 2ND SESSION OF THE 57TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE:

THAT Wednesday, February 5, 2020, is hereby recognized by the Oklahoma House of Representatives and the State of Oklahoma as Rose Day 2020.
