BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 634.1 of Title 59, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

The State Board of Osteopathic Examiners shall have the exclusive power and authority to determine qualifications and fitness of applicants for admission to practice osteopathic medicine in this state.  The qualifications of applicants shall be those prescribed by Section 620 et seq. of Title 59 of the Oklahoma Statutes and the rules of the Board.  Qualifications shall include, but not be limited to, successful completion of a national criminal history record check as defined by Section 150.9 of Title 74 of the Oklahoma Statutes.
SECTION  AUTONUMLGL \e .  This act shall become effective November 1, 2020.
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
